ner’s purse was a record for a female thoroughbred. 
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•  From 1937 through 1950, the Delaware Handicap was run at the distance of a mile and a sixteenth. 

• From 1937 through 1954, the name of the race was the New Castle Handicap.  In 1955, as part of the innovative “Distaff Big Three” created 

 by Delaware Park in an attempt to bring more attention to the filly and mare division, the race was renamed the Delaware Handicap. 

•  After Delaware Park closed in 1982, Saratoga Race Course adopted the Delaware Handicap and hosted the race in 1983, 1984 and 1985. 

 In 1986, the Delaware Handicap returned to Delaware Park. 

•  Prior to Delaware Park opening in 1937, a race named the Delaware Handicap had been run at Saratoga.  The stake for 3-year-olds and  

 upward was run at one mile from 1901 until 1946.  

•  In 1953, the purse of the Delaware Handicap was increased to $100,000 making it the richest race in the world for fillies and mares and one of 

 the richest races in North America.  By comparison, in 1953, the Kentucky Derby carried a purse of $118,000 and the Santa Anita Handicap 

 had a purse of $135,000. 

• The fastest Delaware Handicap was run by Coup de Fusil who covered the mile and a quarter in 1:59 4/5 with a 4-length triumph in 1987. 

• The record for most Delaware Handicap victories by an owner is held by Christiana Stables.  The famed yellow with a purple sash silks locally 

 owned by Harry and Jane Lunger won the filly and mare summer classic four times with Endine in 1958 & 1959 and Obeah in 1969 & 1970. 

• The record for most Delaware Handicap victories by a trainer is held by Henry Clark, Todd Pletcher & William Mott.  They won the filly and 

 mare summer classic four times.  Clark won the Del ‘Cap with Endine in 1958 & 1959 and with Obeah 1969 & 1970;  Pletcher won the Del 

 ‘Cap with Irving’s Baby in 2001, Fleet Indian in 2006, Unbridled Belle in 2007 and Life At Ten in 2010; and Mott won the Del ‘Cap with 

 Royal Delta in 2012 & 2013 and Elate in 2018 & 2019. 

• The record for most Delaware Handicap victories by a jockey is held by Angel Cordero, Jr and Jose Ortiz.  They won the race four times.  

 Cordero won with Politely in 1968, Krislin in 1974, Relaxing in 1981 and Coup de Fusil in 1987 and Ortiz won with Belle Gallantey in 2014, 

 Elate in 2018 & 2019 and Honor D Lady in 2024.   

• The largest straight win price for a Delaware Handicap winner is $148.60.  In 1963, Waltz Song notched a half length victory over the 9-to-5 

 favorite and 128 pound high weight Cicada.  Cicada was the champion handicap mare for that year. 

• The record for the largest field Delaware Handicap field is 20.  Breaking from post 18, Gainsboro Girl posted a 4-length triumph and returned 

 $15.20.  The 2-to-1 favorite, Evening Out finished 18th.  The defending Delaware Handicap champion and 124 pound high weight Grecian 

 Queen finished 16th.   The Delaware Oaks winner from that year, Parlo, finished seventh.  Parlo completed the year as the 3-year-old filly 

 champion and the co-handicap mare champion.  The following year, the daughter of Heliopolis owned by Delaware Park founder William 

 DuPont Jr. won the Delaware Handicap. 

• The largest margin of victory in the Delaware Handicap is 12-lengths.  In 2022, Miss Leslie conditioned by Claudio Gonzalez, won the  

 Delaware Handicap by the record margin. 
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• Foxcatcher Farm’s Parlo carried the most weight by a Delaware Handicap winner by toting 128 pounds in a 3-length triumph as the  

 even-money favorite in 1955.  In 1973, Hall of Famer Susan’s Girl carried 127 pounds to victory.  Politely (1968), Kiss Me Kate (1952), and 

 Busanda (1951) carried 126 pounds to victory in the filly and mare summer classic. 

• There have been seven two-time winners of the Delaware Handicap.  They are Nastique (1988 & 1989), Susan’s Girl  (1973 & 1975),  

 Blessing Angelica (1971 & 1972), Obeah (1969 & 1970), Endine (1958 & 1959), Royal Delta (2012 & 2013) & Elate (2018 & 2019).  There 

 have been no three-time winners. 

• The last 3-year-old filly to win the Delaware Handicap was Calumet Farm’s Our Mims in 1977.  There have been seven other 3-year-old  fillies 

 to win the filly and mare summer classic.  They are Optimistic Gal (1976), Blessing Angelica  (1971), Grecian Queen (1953), Bridal Flower 

 (1946), Everget (1944), Tedbriar (1940) and Rosenna (1937). 

• Four fillies have won both the Delaware Oaks and Delaware Handicap.  None have won both races in the same year.  The Delaware Oaks/ 

 Delaware Handicap double winners are as follows: 

 Blind Luck – Delaware Oaks 2010/Delaware Handicap 2011 

 Parlo – Delaware Oaks 1954/Delaware Handicap 1955 

 Kiss Me Kate – Delaware Oaks 1951/ Delaware Handicap 1952 

 Plucky Maud – Delaware Oaks 1944/ Delaware Handicap 1945 

• The closest a filly has come to winning both in the same year are Grecian Queen, who ran third in the Delaware Oaks and followed with a 

 victory in the Delaware Handicap in 1953; High Voltage, who won the Delaware Oaks and followed with a fourth in the Delaware 

 Handicap in 1955; and Cicada, who ran third in the Delaware Oaks beaten 4-lengths and  followed by running second beaten a head in the 

 Delaware Handicap in 1962. 

• Todd Pletcher is the only trainer to win the Delaware Oaks and Delaware Handicap in same year. He did so in 2006 when Fleet Indian won 

 the Delaware Handicap and Adieu won the Delaware Oaks. 

•  There have been four jockeys to win the Delaware Oaks and Delaware Handicap in same year.  They are as follows: 1977 – Jorge  

 Velasquez with Our Mims in the Delaware Handicap and Cum Laude Laurie in the Delaware Oaks; 1976 – Eddie Maple with Optimistic Gal 

 in the Delaware Handicap and Pacific Princess in the Delaware Oaks; 1969 – John  Rotz  with Obeah in the Delaware Handicap and Gallant 

 Bloom in the Delaware Oaks; and 1957 – William Hartack with Princess Turia in the Delaware Handicap and Bayou in the Delaware Oaks.  

•  The largest attendance for a Delaware Handicap was 35,473 on July 5, 1954.  The most recent renewals of the race have  attracted an average 

 crowd of approximately 12,000. 

•  The record all-sources handle for a Delaware Handicap was $4,981,402 on July 15, 2007.
